New HampshireNew Hampshire

So you're finally in the
Free State, how should
you buy a gun?
Now that you're here, you'll
want to take advantage of our
respect for your right to keep
and bear arms. But how do you
do so the most libertarian way?

Dont: Buy at a store.
Buying at a store gives the
government information about
what you own through Form 4473.  
If the ATF later changes federal
restrictions, they could come
knocking. Registration is the path
to confiscation.

Dont: Use a credit card.
That puts you on another list.
Credit card companies are no
stranger to cancelling people
who go against their personal
beliefs. 

Do: Buy private sale.
It's totally legal for NH residents to
buy firearms from other NH
residents. Use cash, crypto, silver,
goldbacks, whatever! Just be
reasonably certain that the other
person is a resident and not
prohibited from ownership (felon).
No need to register or fill out any
paperwork, but you can keep a bill
of sale for your own records.

Do: Seek out second-
hand groups.
There are groups on Facebook,
Discord and Signal to help
facilitate trade. Ask around
your community until you get
invited to one.
